1. TALENT MONTHLY

TALENT is a Journal for Adult Catechesis from the Secretariat of Kerala Catholic Bishops’ Council
(KCBC), POC Palarivattom with the registration in 1978 under Registrar of Newspapers of India,
New Delhi, R.N. I. 29523 /1978. It was then started with the aim of the renovation and unification
of all catechetical activities of the Kerala Catholic Church, consisting the three individual
churches - Latin, Syro Malabar, and Syro Malankara. It is at present doing a great service to the
Church in Kerala by inspiring the laity and the teachers of catechism in a special way with
theological, catechetical and biblical insights.

Talent is owned by a charitable society, named Talent Publications Trust (registered under the
Travancore Cochin Literary Scientific and charitable societies Registration Act XII of 1955 with
no. EK/220/1979) includes all the catechetical directors of the dioceses, the editorial board
members and resident KCBC Commission Secretaries at POC. Talent is now one of the main
elements of unity among the sui juris Catholic Churches in Kerala. It still holds to the original
purpose that is adult catechesis.

1. Promotion of Biblical Studies and Formation of Bible Animators

The Bible Commission takes special interest to promote and encourage the study of the Bible at
different levels, taking into consideration the tremendous interest among the laity and religious to



understand deeply the Word of God. The programmes also take care to bring the best of scholarship to
the general public through different activities.

A. Bible Correspondence Course

The total number of students of the Bible Correspondence Course is 13198. There are 97 new
registrations this year. Though a contact class was arranged in May 2020 at the POC, it was cancelled
due to COVID 19 restrictions. Rev. Sisters and laity, especially the Sunday school teachers and NRI’s
show genuine interest in this Course. Certain dioceses organize every year Bible study programme
based on Correspondence course and distribute certificates for those who complete the course.

B. Bible Courses

i. Wednesday Evening Bible Course (2019-2020)

The Commission conducted the Wednesday Evening Course of 40 weeks from 5" June 2019 to 11
March 2020. 113 persons have registered for this course. The first section of the course from June to
October concentrates on particular books of the Old and New Testaments, and the second session on
different themes from the Bible. Bishop James Anaparambil inaugurated the course this year and
delivered a lecture on Biblical Spirituality. Other resource persons and the subjects are the following:
Dr. Joshy Mayyattil (Exodus); Dr. Antony Tharekadavil (Sirah); Dr. Sebastian Kuttiyanickal
(Background to the Study of the Bible); Dr. Stanley Mathirappilly (Mission and Major OT Prophets);
Dr. Jacob Prasad (First Corinthians; Mission in Letters of Peter); Dr. Sr. Bincy SH (Mission in John);
Dr. Sr. Linta SH (OT Missionaries); Dr. Joy Panjikaran MST (Mission Theology of Paul); Dr. Luke
Thadathil (Mission in Matthew; Mission in Luke); Dr. Johnson Puthussery CST (Mission and Book of
Revelation); Dr. Mathew Olickal MCBS (Daniel); Bishop Abraham Mar Julios (Mission in the Old
Testament).

iii. Bible Classes in Dioceses

As part of extending service of the Bible Commission to dioceses, classes are arranged in Dioceses and
different centres. Short Bible programmes in dioceses are partially subsidized by the Bible
Commission in order to encourage them to conduct such courses.

2. Bible Apostolate Directors’ Meeting

The Diocesan Bible Apostolate Directors’ Meeting was held Online on 25" September. They
shared their experiences, ideas and visions regarding Bible Apostolate during the lockdown period due
to COVID 19. They also discussed the issues regarding Logos Quiz in the present situation. Such
meetings help the directors to engage more actively and fruitfully in the ministry of the Word of God
in their respective dioceses. The directors are members of the Board of Trustees of KCBC Bible
Commission and also the members of the Managing Council of Kerala Catholic Bible Society.

3. Revision of the POC Bible

The revision of the POC Bible is progressing under the guidance of the KCBC Bible
Commission. The following scholars are part of the revision team: Rev. Dr. Joshy Mayyattil (co-
ordinator), Rev. Dr. Antony Tharekadavil, Rev. Dr. Sebastian Kuttiyanyil, Rev. Dr. Jacob Prasad. Prof.
Primus Perincherry is the language expert in the revision of the Bible. The first stage of the revision
will be completed in December 2020. The Bible Commission is contacting Malayalam language
experts to go through the text completely and to make it available for printing in 2021.



4. POC Study Bible

The revised text of the New Testament is now being prepared as Study Bible and the first
volume, POC Study Bible: Gospels was published in June, 2018. The Bible Commission has been
working on the rest of the Study Bible and the whole New Testament is ready for publication in
December 2020. This is a great help for those who study the Bible.

5. South-Asian CBF Meeting

South-Asian regional meeting of the Catholic Biblical Federation was held in Colombo
between 6th to 10" January, 2020 in Colombo, Sri Lanka. The biblical ministry in Kerala by the
KCBC Bible Commission was presented there which was highly commended by the participants. The
report of our activities was published in the international journal of CBF in different languages.

6. Bible Reading Month and Bible Sunday

The Month of December is celebrated as the Bible Reading Month to encourage the faithful to
read the Bible personally and in public. The Bible Sunday was celebrated in all dioceses of Kerala on
29" December, 2019. The Bible commission with the help of the diocesan bible Apostolate
departments arranged Bible Reading Program in the dioceses of Pala, Thiruvalla, Irinjalakuda and
Ernakulam-Angamaly. The Bible-Reading materials were also made available to dioceses and
individuals.

7. Publication and Distribution of the POC Bible

The publication and distribution of Bible is one of the notable apostolate of the KCBC Bible
Commission. At present Kerala Church has five types of complete Bible and seven types of New
Testament. A total of 80855 copies of various formats of Bible were distributed this year.

8. Free Bibles for flood affected people

The KCBC Bible Commission distributed free and subsidized bibles worth a total of Rs.
5,91,160 to the dioceses to be distributed among the people affected by natural calamities as flood and
land slide. Free bibles were also given for distribution among the non-Christians and the poor.

9. Activities of the Kerala Catholic Bible Society

At present, the Society hasl4610 members. In the current year 185 new members have
registered their names in the Society. During the reporting year the Society spent Rs. 214620 as
subsidy for Bible to its members. A total of 3180 copies of the New Testament ordinary Bible and
2160 copies of the New Testament Bold Letter Bible were distributed during this period. Copies of
various formats of Audio Bible, Sign bible for the deaf reached the people this year. In addition,
thousands of people listen to the free on-line Audio Bible through different channels.

The Managing Council and the Executive Committee together met met on 4" November 2020
and the Executive Committee met on 3@ August, 2020 and 13" October 2020 for various purposes.
The Annual General Body of KCBS was convened Online on 215 November 2020. It was inaugurated
and presided over by the Chairman Rt. Rev. Dr. James Anaparambil. Rev. Fr. Jacob Palackappilly
delivered felicitatory address. The General Body gave approval to various programmes of the current
year of the Bible Society.



a. Logos Quiz - 2020

Logos Quiz is a joint venture of the KCBC Bible Commission and the Kerala Catholic Bible
Society. Due to the restriction of public gatherings on account of the spread of COVID 19, the
examination is postponed to March 2021. However, preparations for the examinations are done at
parish level in many dioceses. The diocese of Adilabad joined the Logos quiz this year.

b. Publication of Books
The Society published Biblical Symbols written by Bishop Abraham Mar Julios.
c. Inter-linear Bible

The Bible Society has prepared the Interlinear Bible (Greek- Malayalam) and is ready for
release in December, 2020. This is a great contribution in the field of biblical studies in Kerala.

d. Bible Cyber Ministry

The website of the Society (www.keralabiblesociety.com) provides updated information
regarding the nature, scope and activities of the KCBC Bible Commission and the Kerala Catholic
Bible Society. POC Audio Bible is available on-line in different sites now. The audio files of bible
classes of Fr Joshy Mayyattil in Goodness TV is now available in our website. The Malayalam Audio
is now available as Audio Bible player which is very useful for the elderly or sick people. Now there
are more than 5 laks download for the POC Bible App which shows the spread of Bible in digital
media. The new adroid version of POC Bible was released in October 2020.

DOCTRINAL COMMISSION

Theology Commission of the Kerala Catholic Bishops’ Council (KCBC) is set up for bringing to
limelight the official teachings of the Catholic Church in the context of the present day challenges
of the Church in Kerala. The commission is determined to intervene effectively in the theological
issues arising time to time and present the authentic teaching on various issues as needed.

A. OBIJECTIVES

e To be theological resource body for the KCBC and thus to facilitate the process of developing
theology in the context of Kerala, suited to the pastoral needs of the Church.

e To analyze theological problems that arises occasionally in the field of the theological doctrine
and faith and to recommend apt solution thereof.

e To equip the laity in the modern world with the theological skills and thus to make them true
evangelizers and missionaries of Jesus Christ.

e To strengthen the faithful in ongoing theological discernment, ecumenical dialogue and
interfaith collaboration.

e To warn the people of the danger of distorted teachings which are harmful to genuine
Catholic faith.

e To prepare documents of theological nature at the request of the KCBC and POC Commission.

e To offer studied theological response to Vatican documents in the context of Kerala.



e To establish an organic collaboration with Congregation for the Doctrine of Faith (CDF), the
Doctrinal Commissions of the Episcopal Conferences of FABC, CBCl and of the Churches sui
juris in Kerala.

B. LEADERSHIP

The commission at present functions actively under the efficient leadership of Rt. Rev. Dr. Bishop
Mar Tony Neelankavil as its Chairman, Rt. Rev. Dr. Bishop James Anaparambil and Rt. Rev. Dr.
Bishop Mar George Madathikandthil as its Vice Chairmen and Rev. Dr. Stanley Mathirappilly as
Secretary. The joint secretaries of the Commission are Rev. Dr. Wilson Srambikal OCD and Rev.
Dr. Cheriyan Kottayil.

C. THE IMPORTANT VENTURES OF THE COMMISSION IN THE YEAR 2019-2020

1. MISSIO DEI : A DOCUMENT ON MISSION 2020

As the year 2019 marked the centenary of Maximum Illud, the Apostolic letter of Pope Benedict
XV on the Mission of the Church in the context of the Evangelization in a world after the First
World War, and as Pope Francis declared October 2019 to be an Extra Ordinary Missionary
Month in the Universal Church, the Church in Kerala had a meaningful celebration of the
Missionary Month. As the KCBC declared 2020 as ‘Missionary Year’ to continue the spirit of the
Extra-ordinary Missionary Month, it was under the guidance and leadership of theological
commission that a theological document on Mission with practical applications was prepared
and then published by the POC Publications.

2. KCBC GUIDELINES ON ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY REVISED

The commission has drafted a revised policy document on environment published by KCBC in
the light of the recent Church documents of Pope Francis on environment Laudato Si and Querida
Amazonia under the demand of the KCBC. It has been submitted to the officials of the
Commission, KTA (Kerala Theological Association) and other experts to get the feedback. The
first meeting of KTA to discuss on the draft was conducted in Google meet on 30 Nov 2020.

3. A PAPER ON THE PASTORAL ISSUES IN POST COVID -19 PANDEMIC

The Commission prepared a paper on the pastoral issues in the Church in Kerala in the context of
the COVID -19 PANDEMIC in collaboration with Rev. Fathers of various offices in POC at the
request of the KCBC President His Beatitude Cardinal Mar George Alenchery as a preparation to
the KCBC General Body Meeting in June 2020.

4. A STUDY CLASS ON MISSIO DEI

The theology commission organized a study session on Missio Dei, the theological document on
Mission with practical applications prepared by the Commission as the KCBC declared 2020 as
‘Missionary Year’ to continue the spirit of the Extra-ordinary Missionary Month, for 150
representatives from the Dioceses and Religious congregations at POC from 17 to 18, January
2020. HE Bishop Joseph Mar Thomas, the Secretary General of KCBC inaugurated the function.



5. ASEMINAR ON THE ENVORONMENTAL PROTECTION

Since the global warning and climate change are the greatest threats to the planet, the
Commission has taken the special interest to study the issue in the light of the recent Church
documents on nature such as Laudato Si, Our Mother Earth and the resulting thoughts of the
Amazone Synod - Querida Amazonia in order to promote a deeper awareness among the faithful
about the environmental stewardship. In this regard with the request of the Theological
Commission, the KTA (Kerala Theological Association) General Body discussed on the theme of
environmental issues in Kerala and the role of the Church. It was held on 20 February 2020 at
POC with the participation of its fifty members.

6. ONGOING THEOLOGICAL FORMATION FOR THE POC ALUMNI

An ongoing theological formation for the POC alumni was conducted by the commission with the
intention of strengthening them in theological discernment, ecumenical dialogue and interfaith
collaboration in their life situations from 2 to 3 December 2019. Seventy members of the POC
alumni including Rev. Sisters participated in the seminar.

7. WITNESSES OF MERCY — A DIPLOMA COURSE ON MISSIONARY FORMATION

The Pastoral Training Institute of POC in collaboration with the Theological Commission has
designed a Pastoral Course on Mission named as “Witnesses of Mercy” with a vision to impart a
systematic theological formation and training for those who have evangelical and missionary
spirit so as to equip them for the varied ministries in the Church. The focus of the course is on
missionary formation in the Indian context. It is six months training program having six modules
of five days duration. The participants are given classes on biblical foundation of mission,
institutional and charismatic dimensions of the Church, charisms for the mission of the Church,
missionary leadership and collaboration and interreligious dialogue with specific occasions for
exposure to mission areas in and outside of Kerala.

Five batches with an average of 40 participants in each has beneficially completed the course
since 2016 and the sixth batch for a time being is suspended after the second module due to the
COVID -19 Pandemic and indeed will continue immediately.

8. THEOLOGY DIPLOMA COURSE AT POC FOR LAITY

A residential theological program for the lay people run by POC with the granted affiliation with
the Pontifical Institute, Aluva since 2017 has been suspended for short period of time due to
certain inconveniences caused regarding the accommodation of the participants. Now taken into
consideration the importance of equipping the laity in this modern world with the theological
skills and thus to make them true evengeilzers and missionaries of Jesus Christ, the commission
has been taken an initiative to start a theology diploma course in collaboration with the
Pontifical Institute., Aluva (PIA) at POC in the Golden Jubilee Year of POC. Two courses were
conducted successfully and the certificates are issued.

POC is providing its Library opened to the students for their studies and research. Classes are
conducting for every Thursday evening from 5pm to 7 pm regularly and the first half an hour in
every class has been kept for teaching the classical languages such as Latin, Syriac and Sanskrit.
The course is expected to be held every year from December to November and this year it was
inaugurated by His Grace Archbishop Emeritus Francis Kallarakal on 3 December 2019. All
essential theological subjects are integrated in the syllabus and the renowned professors of the
Pontifical Institute Aluva and Jyothirbhavan are fruitfully joined to the endeavor. Seventy five lay



persons from different dioceses in Kerala registered for the course in this year and were actively
participating, but due to the COVID -19 Pandemic it is suspended from February 2020.

9. APOLOGETIC DESK

The apologetic desk under the leadership of the Secretary of theological commission in
collaboration with the Jagratha Commission, Rev. Fathers in-charges of various offices in POC,
and a group of committed youth is always vigilant to study the relevant questions related to the
Catholic faith, the issues related to the inter-religious matters and inculturation regularly. This is
to warn and make vigilant mainly the pastors, leaders and the faithful regarding the danger of
distorted teachings which are harmful to genuine Catholic faith.

10. ANNUAL COLLOQUIM FOR THE KCBC WITH THEOLOGIANS

The annual theological colloquium for bishops under the regulation of the Commission for
theology together with the KCBC Commission secretaries, Major Seminary Rectors, faculty
members of philosophical and theological Institutes, members of Kerala Theological Association
and other theologians in Kerala was scheduled to be held on 3 August 2020 at Mount St. Thomas
Kakkanad, Kochi on the approved theme by the KCBC, Communication and Media for
Evangelization. The colloquium was postponed due to the COVID -19 Pandemic for another date.

11. AZOOM MEET TO DISCUSS ON HARMFUL TECHINGS IN SOCIAL MEDIA

An extraordinary ZOOM Meeting of the officials of the theology commission was held on 17 April
2020 under the special request of the President of KCBC His Beatitude Cardinal Mar George
Alenchery to discuss on the danger of distorted teachings and misinterpretations in social media
which are harmful to genuine Catholic faith. The meeting was presided over by the KCBC
President and discussed seriously on various issues in this regard and asked the commission to
think about an official website to respond them effectively.

D. SCHEDULED PROGRAMS FOR THE YEAR 2020 - 2021

The Theology Diploma Course for the lay people with the affiliation of the Pontifical Institute,
Aluva will be continued in the year 2021.

2. MARIOLOGY DIPLOMA COURSE IN THE FAMILY YEAR 2021

A Diploma Course is scheduled to be held in the Marian Family Year 2021 at POC for the lay
persons. The Course will be a systematic study on the Marian Dogmas of the Church, her role
in the Salvific Plan of God, in the Christian discipleship and in the world.

3. WITNESSES OF MERCY — A DIPLOMA COURSE ON MISSIONARY FORMATION

The Witnesses of Mercy diploma course on missionary formation will continue in the coming
year as well.

4. ONGOING THEOLOGICAL FORMATION FOR THE POC ALUMNI



As it is demanded by the participants of the course last year, the Commission is indebted to
conduct an ongoing theological formation for the POC alumni this year as well and it will be
conducted before June 2021 at POC.

5. MEETING OF CHARISMATIC PREACHERS AND DIRECTORS

The commission in collaboration with the Charismatic Commission is willing to convene a
meeting of the Charismatic Preachers and Directors as early as possible to analyze the confusions
and misinterpretations on the teachings and doctrines of the Church that arises occasionally in
this field through social media and therefore to recommend apt solutions thereof.

6. APOLEGETIC DESK AND E-NEWS
The apologetic desk under the leadership of the Secretary of theological commission will
continue its functions this year more soundly. The commission is in preparation to publish some

leaflets and E-news regarding questions, allegations and misinterpretations mainly found in the
social media these days against the Christian teachings and the Catholic leadership.

7. LAUNCHING OF THE CATHOLIC RESOURCE WEBSITE
As entrusted by the August session of the KCBC that the Commission has to launch a Catholic
Resource website, in collaboration with the Jagratha commission, with the intention of having
more access in the web world and thus to make available Catholic answers to various doctrinal

issues and also to respond to various issues of faith more effectively. However, we could take
only few steps to plan it.

8. ANNUAL COLLOQUIMS FOR THE KCBC WITH THEOLOGIANS 2020 AND 2021

The annual theological colloquium for bishops under the regulation of the Commission for
theology on Communication and Media for Evangelization will be held this year.

9. PUBLICATION OF THE REVISED DOCUMENT ON KCBC ENVIROMENT POLICY

The revised document on environment policy prepared by the Commission will publish this year
with the approval of the KCBC.

10. REGULAR MEETINGS OF THEOLOGIANS IN COLLABORATION WITH KTA
The Commission has planned to conduct meetings with the theologians once in every three
months in the year 2021 with the intention to study and evaluate the relevant theological issues
and the matters of faith in the Catholic Church.

E. FINANCIAL STATEMENT OF INCOME AND EXPENDITURE

The Commission has so far no special income and expenditure since the expenses of the
Commission are met from the common fund of KCBC.

Introduction

The KCBC media commission is constituted to promote social communication in all its aspects in
Kerala. As cited by various Encyclicals and other Church Documents the promotion of social
communication and the proper use of mass media must be dealt with utmost importance. The teaching
of the documents of the Commission for Social Communication states that every diocese must treat
this matter with unique importance.

The vision statement of the KCBC Media Commission is to build a communicating community of
communities of all peoplein the spirit of Jesus Christ through social communications.

The mission statements speak of proclamation of the Good News, training of Church personnel in
social communications, cultivation of public relations and interactive culture, promotion of performing
arts and traditional art forms; eventually influencing the channels of communication with a Christian
dimension. To bring out these effects, with the support and blessings of all the bishops of the region,
the Media Commission has been organizing various programs, competitions and workshops, all the
year round. This is a commission with very many activities like: All Kerala Professional Drama
Competition, Literary and Media Awards, Short Film Competitions, Writing Competitions, Organizing
seminars; Workshops and training programs, social media activities and promotions. The

‘VathicanTharangam’, which is published monthly,includes papal news and current affairs related to
Catholic Church.

The following is a brief account of the activities: -

Media commission initiated ICON KCBC MEDIA last year to promote cultural, religious and current
affairs. It is growing and getting wide reach for its video content. We promised to foster social media



platforms for KCBC. Now KCBC media is active in Facebook, Twitter, Instagram and YouTube. It
helps to promote and propagate the views and concerns of Catholic community in Kerala.

The KCBC
commission for family tries to promote and support marriage and family life at different stages, and at
all levels, in all its aspects. It is mainly done at the centre level by coordinating, networking,
encouraging, and supporting the Diocesan Family Apostolates.

Vision and Mission:
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a) to foster spiritual development and total well- being of the families

b) to promote respect for life in all its forms and stages

c) to publish books and periodicals

d) to co-ordinate, guide and help the family renewal activities in the dioceses.

1. Family Apostolate activities

It is through diocesan family apostolate departments that the KCBC Family Commission reaches and
carries out its mission in the dioceses.

Family Apostolate Directors’ meeting: On 15" November, 2019 the Family Apostolate Directors of
Kerala gathered at POC. The Commission Vice chairman Rt. Rev. Dr. Joseph Karikkassery
inaugurated the meeting. Fr Paul Madassery, the secretary, presided over the meeting. Directors
presented the activities of the family apostolate in their dioceses.

Decisions of the meeting

1) Organize one day zonal seminars for resource persons of marriage preparation courses in various
dioceses in Kerala

2) Print and distribute yearly planner 2020, of marriage preparation courses in various dioceses in
Kerala.

2. KCBC Widow Forum

Widowhood can be the most difficult and distressing time in a person’s life. When spouse passes away
the remaining individual is left with a different lifestyle, a loss of dependence and a broken heart. It is
mainly with this in mind the KCBC Family Commission takes the initiative to start widow forum for
the first time in KCBC level. Rt Rev. Dr Joseph Karikkassery, Vice Chairman inaugurated the Forum
by lighting the lamp on 15" November at POC, Palarivattom.

The newly elected office bearers are: President-Sheeba Durome (Kochi), Vice Presidents-Sheril louis
(Varappuzha), Maria Abraham (Pala), General Secretary-Philomina Thomas (Ernakulam-Angamaly),



Secretaries-Mary John (Kottappuram), Mini Johnson (Kothamangalam), Treasurer —Saralamma John
(Tiruvalla) and Animator-Sr. Lisa (Tiruvalla).

The executive team met two times this year (13" December 2019, 10" January 2020). Meetings were
held at POC, Palarivattom.

3. KCBC Deaf Ministry

The Commission conducted Marriage Preparation Courses for the deaf on February 15, 16 at
Navalyothis Pastoral Centre Kozhikkode. More than forty deaf participated and we admit all
regardless of caste and religion.

Another venture in this regard is the matrimonial service for deaf namely, ‘KCBC Matrimony for the
Deaf.” This is the first matrimony in India for the deaf. The commission also started last year a
counseling centre for the deaf that helps a lot both the youth and the couple who are deaf.

4. Society of Marian singles

This registered society (ER 358/9) works for the integral development for catholic single women in

Kerala Catholic Church. Society organizes seminars and training programme for their uplifting. It also

helps them to accept their life as a divine call to find their mission in church and society.

a) Anniversary of Flower Villa: The 9™ anniversary of Flower Villa at Oonnukal was celebrated on
7" December 2019. Mar George Madathikandathil inaugurated the programme. Rev. Fr Paul
Madassery Secretary KCBC Family Commission presided over the final meeting of the
anniversary. It was followed by the holy mass and competitions for the members. 50 singles were
present in the celebration.

b) Retreat: A three days retreat was arranged for the members of the society on 5" March 2020. Rev.
Fr Joseph Nedupuram was the retreat teacher. 40 members participated in the retreat.

5. KCBC Pro-life Samithi

The movement stands for the integral growth of life, especially human life in its totality, from its
conception to natural death. At the state level, the samithi has a general body, which constitutes
members from all the dioceses. The executive committee elected by the general body implements the
programmes.

This Samithi is always vigilant to protect the rights of the human life whenever they are threatened.
This year for the effective functioning of prolife activities 32 Catholic dioceses in Kerala is divided
into five geographical zones.

Executive committee meet was conducted on February 8" 2020 at POC, Palarivattom. KCBC Family
commission chairman Rt Rev Dr. Paul Antony Mullassery inaugurated the programme. Rev Fr
Varghese Vallikkatt (Deputy Secretary General, KCBC), Rev. Fr Paul Madassery (Secretary, KCBC
Family Commission), Rev Fr Jose Pennaparambil (Director, Malabar Mekhala) Sri Sabu Jose
(President), Adv.

In Catholic church where there is diversity of ministry but oneness of mission, laity are called to share
the mission of Christ’s church along with bishops, priests and consecrated persons. Now as the whole
world is under the grip of Covid 19 we as Catholics have great responsibility to bring hope and peace
back to the world by spreading God’s love. In this hour when KCBC laity commission is striving hard
to empower our laity to become stronger by God’s love and to spread it to all, I am pleased to present
to you the Annual report of the KCBC laity commission.

KCBC Laity commission works along with KCF,latter being a coordinating body for lay
organizationsin Kerala’ssui juris catholic churches .

Kerala Catholic Federation

Kerala Catholic Federation was formed in 1996 as an umbrella body which represents the
layorganizations(KLCA, AKCC and MCA )inthree rites of catholic church in Kerala.lt is the support
of these member organizations that empowers KCF to address various problems faced by our church .
It is our Chairman Bp.Mar George Madathikandathil, Vice chairmen Bp. Dr. Joseph Karikkasserry &
Bp. Dr. Paul Antony Mullassery and pastoral advisor Rev. Fr. Jacob G Palakkappilly , who guides
KCF to work for the better interest of laity.

During the current year , 4 executive meetings and 3 management committee meetings were held. Also
was able to raise voice against various socio economic issues & to organize protests against it.

While studying ‘why christians are not getting benefitted from various grants and schemes provided
by the government for minority?’ , it was come to the notice that the main reason is lack of awareness
among laity about the same. In order to address this issue

e Inevery diocese a help desk consisting of 6 members including experts selected by Bishop of
the corresponding diocese is being trained.

e Taking information from each parish to all homes is the objective.

e For the training purpose a hand book consisting of various minority scholarships, grants and
procedure for obtaining the same is also supplied.

e Also planning to provide training to other organizations like KCSL.



Other than creating awareness KCF is also getting involved in other issues and have given petition in
high court regarding amendment of laws regarding minority commission and is also pressurizing Govt
to reconsider the unjust 80:20 resource allocation ratio of minority commission. For further actions
KCF is seeking guidance, support and help from KCBC.

Office bearers of KCF for the current year are Sri. P. K Joseph -President, Adv. Varghese Koikkara-
General Secretary and Adv. Justin Karippa- trustee.

Catholic Congress

The Catholic Congress can be proud of the fact that it has been able to work in so many areas with so
much focus even during Covid 19 and Lockdown. Through‘Let’s stay at home and plant vegetables’
scheme tens of thousands of families were provided with vegetable seeds and has planted seedlingsto
ensure the supply of vegetables during the lockdown. Have even organized kitchen garden
competitions to encourage farmers.

For those who were in need of food and medicine during lockdown, emergency helpline was started in
all dioceses. In addition to the supply of food and medicine 35,000 masks and sanitizers were
distributed in all dioceses. Expatriate help desks were set up to address the problems of expatriates.
The Entrepreneurs' Association of the Community has been formed to negotiate and help each other to
find solutions to business crisis during the covid pandemic.A sustainable agricultural development
project is being prepared and implemented to enrich the agricultural sector. As a part of Covid 19
treatment with the help of P.S.G group in America face Shields were distributed to health workers .

With the help of experts 5 webinars were conducted on the topic ‘Covid 19 — Repercussions and
solutions’.Assessed the crises in different countries and coordinated their activities through the
webinars. The main topic of discussions of these webinars were how to tackle industrial crises,
saving methods, changes in banking, youth empowerment, the Possibilities of Entrepreneurship in
India, crises in Agriculturalsector &solutions and the crises in the education sector and solutions.

With various demands a standing protest was organized in front of central and state government offices
on June 4 and has accepted arrest.Have arranged chartered flights for stranded expatriates from Qatar,
UAE and Kuwait as flights were canceled to prevent the spread of Covid 19.A task force called
"SAMARITANS" has been formed to assist last rituals as per church faith for those who die of corona
virus infection.Moving forward with the protest against the agrarian bills introduced by the Central
Government in the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha as it is completely anti-agrarian and an act of
harassment of the farmers.The organization is also putting forward its other demands like

e Release Fr. Stan Swamy from jail

e Immediately implement EWS reservation in PSC appointments

e Stop minority right annihilation in the education sector.

-At the function ‘honoring a good heart’ , Mr. Simon Anappara was given a cash award of Rs 1 lakh
and a certificate.

Sanitizers were distributed to many people as a part of Stop by Me campaign- Phase Il Covid Defense
Campaign with a motto of awakening civic consciousness .

Office bearers of Catholic congress are President -Adv. Biju Parayannilam and Gen Secretary Adv.
Tony Punchakunnel.

Kerala Latin Catholic Association




Latin Catholic Church, have protested against the central government's decision to remove Anglo-
Indians who belong to latin catholic church from representation. Constitutional protection meetings
were held in various parts of the state. KLCA has organized movements demanding the government to
withdraw from the decision to demolish the houses of fishermen who have violated the Coastal
Regulation zone notifications.

Direct agitations have been launched to expedite the construction work of the sea wall, to protect the
lives and property of the coastal residents, especially those living in areas such as Chellanam. Various
social welfare schemes were implemented under the leadership of various dioceses as part of the Covid
defense. Food items, masks and sanitizers were distributed.

The government was pressured to pay alimony to workers in the unorganized sectors who lost their
jobs during the Corona era. Have advocated for the extension of the loan moratorium, including
interestto serve the best interest of commoners. A legal cell has been set up to provide free legal aid.
Tens of thousands of people attended the rally in Neyyattinkara as a part of the state convention.

The office bearers are Shri. Anthony Norona , President and Adv. Sherry J. Thomas , General
Secretary.

Malankara Catholic Association

The MCA has a different working approach from the other two organizations. Amid Covid 19
pandemic MCA distributed food, medicine, masks and sanitizers at various centers. Took initiative and
have constructed houses for the homeless in Nilambur area.As schools were closed due to covid
outbreak, for those children who found it difficult to attend organized online classes- online learning
support materials such as computers and mobile phones were distributed.

In collaboration with the Kuwait Malankara Right Movement, financial assistance was given to needy
children in classes one to ten and cash awards were given to children who secured A + in all subjects.
In addition, MCA has arranged civil service training to students studying in classes 10,11&12. Also
arranged regular training for needy and gifted children at a Civil Service Academy in Tamil Nadu.

Awareness classes were conducted by distributing tree saplings on Environment Day.For the welfare
of minorities helpdesks have been set up at the diocesan, district and parish levels in collaboration with
the Kerala Catholic Federation. Lawyers' meeting and expatriate meeting were held.

In collaboration with Caritas India, expert seminars were conducted in all dioceses on family
budgeting, volunteerism, environmental protection, leadership training, organic farming practices and
disaster management.

Under the guidelines of CBCI and the KCBC we executed a lot of programs last year. But
unfortunately this year, the universal threat Covid — 19 shattered all our activities. Be we
managed to do some activities in these difficult circumstances. We couldn’t travel
everywhere. Still in this period we conducted Four Zonal in different parts of the Kerala
Region.

A few activities done in our Region:-

1. In 2019 December we the Women’s associations of Kollam arranged a joint protest
against NRC and CAA. Various community leaders under one umbrella made a mass
demonstration.

2. On February 2" the Diocesan organizations joined together to protest against the new
MTP Act. Because the central Government had changed the rule — 4 months to 6
months for the termination of pregnancy. All Diocesan organizations strongly protest



unreasonable and unjustifiable decision of the Government.

3. On February, 8", KCBC Women’s commission inaugurated the new unit of Punalur
Diocese. Executive Secretary Jane Ancil Francis Inaugurated and the Vicar General
Msgr. Vincent Decruz presided over the Function.

4. On February 28" we arranged a Zonal meeting of Malabar Zone. Sultan Bathery,
Kannur, Kozhikode, Thalasseri, Thamarasseri and Mananthavady are the Diocese
which represent the Zone. KCBC Vice President and the Bishop of Kozhikode His
Excellency Rt. Rev. Dr. Varghese Chakkalakkal inaugurated the grand function. “The
Role of Women in Nation Building” was the theme of the conference. To prepare and
motivate the Women’s Commission members for the upcoming “Thrithala Panchayat
Elections”.

Then the Corona Virus spread out everywhere. In this circumstances our
organization joined hands with our Diocesan Social Service Societies and also with other
similar organizations. Our Women’s Commission members of certain Diocese concentrated
their attention on:-

d) Mobilisation of fund to the Chief Minister’s Relief Program.
b) Blood donation to the Regional Cancer Centre.

C) Distribution of facemasks and sanitizer to almost all districts. Thousands of
facemasks stitched and distributed the needy people. They distributed Food packets,
medical aids and other things to the bed ridden patients.

d) Some young and active members joined the community kitchen run by the
Corporation and Panchayat level. Our members helped to cook food pack and
distribute it to the needy.

e) An important thing is that we raised a fund for them among ourselves and poor
distributed.

f) Another very important thing is that we floated a fund which was given to the people
of Chellanam at Kochi Diocese. We focused our attention to the execution of this
activity. For a few weeks the people of Chellanam were isolated from their wards
because of sea erotion and

the severe pandemic. They could not go out for their work as these fishermen were practically
cut off from the outside world. This fund was chanelled through “Save Chellanam” under the
guidelines of KRLCC (Kerala Region Latin Catholic Council).

Executive Meetings

On 27" July a whatsapp meeting was organized to discuss corona activities and future plan.

On 3" September we held an executive meeting by Zoom. Our Chairman Bishop Joseph Karikkasseri
inaugurated the Webinar. Executive Secretary chaired the meeting. “Every woman should qualify
themselves to be the lamp and guide of the Church”. This topic was explained by our spiritual Director.



We are happy to say our CBCI Council for Women National Secretary Sr. Navya Mecheri was present
at the meeting of KCBC Women’s Commission Kerala Region.

A meeting of the CBCI Council for Women National Annual General Body was held on September 14.
Our National Chairman Bishop Bernabas, presided over the meeting. Our immediate past National
Secretary Sr. Talisha and our Regional Secretaries attended the Webinar. Our new National Secretary
Sr. Navya Mecheri, narrated the miserable conditions of the Dalit Aadivasy Women of Uttar Pradesh.
On October 12 under the leadership of KRLCC (Kerala Region Latin Catholic Council) a Webinar
was conducted focusing on the unjustifiable and unfortunate arrest of Fr. Stan Swamy. KRLCC

invited me as the KCBC Women’s Commission Executive Secretary and spoke on the
immediate release of Fr. Stan Swamy.

On October 19 we conducted a Webinar to protest Harthras issue. Our Chairman inaugurated
the Webinar. And the Secretary was on the chair for the webinar. Adv. Sherry J. Thomas
spoke at length about the legal aspects concerning the release of Fr. Stan Swamy. Prof.
Rithamma also spoke on the occasion regarding the social security of women.

On 25 October, following the decision taken in the 19" October meeting requests regarding
the release of Fr. Stan Swamy were sent to :-

The
executive Secretary Jane Ancil Francis inaugurated and initiated the protest program at
Kollam Collectorate.

36% (8286) of private schools arerun by the Catholics in the state.

D. Different forums and organizations of the commission



The commission constitutes various bodies for its effective functioning. But due to Covid 19,
reorganization of the bodies did not take place and they continue their commitment in
promoting the educational empowerment of our students, teachers and institutions.

a. An advisory body is constituted of experts from academic, administrative,
judicial and public field gives valuable support and guidance in confronting the issues
effectively.

b. Kerala Catholic Teachers Guild (KCTG) an organization for the Catholic
Teachers in our schools organizes various activities to protect the service matters of the
teachers. It also organizes various programmes for the empowerment of teachers.
Sri.SaluPathalil (Trivandrum Major Arch Diocese) is the President of the Guild,
Sri.JoshyVadakan (Trichur Arch Diocese) is the General Secretary and Sri. Jose Antony
(Alleppy Diocese) is the Treasurer.

C. Kerala Catholic Students League (KCSL)is an organization for Catholic
Students in our schools which undertakes various activities to develop value oriented leaders
from our schools. Fr. KurienThadathil from the Diocese of Pala istheState Director.

. Moral Science Course

Every year the commission promotes moral science classes in our schools. Moral Science
textbooks are prepared by Pastoral Orientation Centre (POC) andtaught in schools up to 12"
standard. Commission conducts centralized annual examination and Scholarship examinations
in order to promote value education in the schools. Though we had distributed the texts in our
schools, but due to pandemic situations of Covid 19, our educational institutions are under
lockdown. Hence we could not proceed further in this project. POC team is revising the texts
and it can be introduced only in 2022-23 academic year.

. Other major activities

During the reporting year the following activities were organized by the Commission.

Non Approval of teachers’ appointment Vs. Protected teachers Issue

Considering the need of accommodating the protected teachers in the aided schools, the
government made amendments in KER in 2016 where 1:1 ratio proposal is made compulsory.
This is an attempt of infringing into the minority rights of such communities. KCBC filed a
case in the Supreme Court — challenging the KER amendment. Later KCBC and other aided
school managements jointly decided to come to an one time settlement of this issue by
accommodating one protected teacher in one school established after 1979 ( new school),
moreover giving all HTV posts to government. A memorandum was given by KCBC delegates
to Chief Minister, Education minister and Finance Minister on 11.3.2020 and 23.06 2020.

There was undue delay in accepting our proposal of one time settlement by
thegovernment,Bishop Joshua Mar Ignathios the Chairman of Education Commission declared
a one day fasting strike at Government secretariat on 20.10.20. The state committee of Catholic
Teachers Guild took up this cause and staged relay fasting strike in all 14 districts from
20"October to 4™ November 2020. All corporate managers supported this mode of protest and
almost all bishops or vicars general visited and addressed the protesting team. This had helped



to bring the issue before our civic society and all media brought the matter into the notice of
government. State government called a meeting of KCBC Education Commission for
discussion on 4™ November and our demands were approved and promised to issue necessary
government orders by the end of November. The relay fasting strike was called off on 4%
November. The Commission gratefully acknowledges the support and active involvement of
our beloved Cardinals, Archbishops and Bishops in settling this issue. The commission also
thankfully acknowledges the leadership of all corporate managers, Catholic Teachers Guild
state executive committee and diocesan guild committees.

National Education Policy 2020.

KCBC Monsoon gathering 2020 entrusted the Education Commission to have an in-depth
study of NEP 2020 and thereby to develop an action plan to equip our young generation in
general and Catholics in particular. Hence the topic of the webinar is coined as ‘NEP 2020-
its possibilities and challenges’. It was convened on 17.8.20, Monday at 3 pm, inviting the
renowned educational experts in Kerala. There were 29 participants including the member
bishops and secretaries of the commission. Rev. Fr. Maria Charles, secretary of CBCI
Commission for Education and Culture was a special invitee to the webinar. Bishop Joshua
Mar Ignathios, Chairman of the Commission delivered the presidential address where he
expounded the core aspects of NEP very briefly where he emphasized 12 positive aspects
and the benefits as possibilities and 31 threats as challenges of the NEP where we have to
be vigilant on safeguarding the constitutional rights reserved for the minorities.Mar Antony
Kariyil and Bishop Paul Mullassery, Commission member bishops felicitated the gathering
and exhorted the participants to come out with concrete suggestions to address NEP 2020.

The commission invited two resource persons to present the content of NEP 2020 in order
to initiate discussions. Prof.Ruble Raj made a very informative presentation related to
School education by SWOT analysis of NEP and Prof. Aniankunju made a critical
presentation of NEP from Higher Education perspective. Both presentations were thought
provoking and really helped to initiate discussions. The experts recommendations and
proposals were brought to further discussions through a webinar conducted for corporate
managers on 22" Tuesday, September at 3 pm. Rev. Fr. Maria Charles, Secretary of CBCI
Commission for Education and Culture made a very critical understanding of NEP,
clarified the doubts and highlighted the proactive intervention of the regional units in the
implementation of NEP. Rev.Frs. Stanley Kunnel (Kothamangalam), Antony Pattaparambil
(Vijayapuram) and Msgr. Varkey Attupurath (Trivandrum) as representatives of corporate
managers made their responses on NEP. Rev. Fr. Joye James S J, the Secretary of Jesuit
Higher Education in South Asia proposed 20 strategies in implementation of NEP.It was
recommended in the webinar to publish a hand book on NEP 2020 and train a resource
team to conduct study sessions at diocesan level. A hand book on NEP (45 pages) was
prepared by Education Commission and it was released on 8" October 2020 by Bishop
Joshua Mar Ignathios at POC. It is ready for distribution.

This organisation has spread its wings to twenty seven catholic
dioceses in Kerala in 6000 catholic schools and nearly 6 lakh students as its members. Every year the
organisation carries out it's unique mission through innovative camps, seminar and a variety of study
programs about saints and contemporary topics value and faith formation programmes. This
organisation functions through a variety of learning approaches like books, study circles, quizzes,
group discussions, literary competitions, seminars, retreats and the like . However this academic

year Kerala catholic students league is going through such hard times caused by the pandemic covid-

This Magazine
reaches widely to every reader interested in relevant social issues, Church matters and KCBC
interventions by way of open access system through internet. It provides timely and informative news
relating to social, religious, political, and economic situations in the country. This magazine is
restructured in its shape and content with a professional outlook.

Il. KCBC Jagratha IT Mission

This Project is Jointly Initiated by KCBC and KCMS. The said project has mandated specific wings for
Research and Intelligence, Social Media, Apologetics and legal Action etc., without duplicating the
existing offices and the various forums of the KCBC. Mr. Vinod Nellackal is appointed as the co-
coordinator of this Project.

1. Social Networking Project

This envisages bringing the entire priests and religious of Kerala Church under a single social network
platform in the first phase and the entire faithful in the second phase. This project is conceived and
developed jointly by the various commissions of KCBC and KCMS at POC and proposed to be
operating under the aegis of the KCBC Social Harmony and Vigilance Commission.

5. Apologetic Desk

The apologetic desk of the commission in collaboration with the KCBC Theological Commission and
Rev. Fathers in-charges of various offices in POC, studies questions related to Catholic Faith and
issues related to inter-religious matters and inculturation. Under the leadership of Rev. Dr. Stanley
Mathirappallil, Rev. Dr. Joshy Mayyattil, Rev. Fathers from POC and a group of committed youth,
studies the questions, allegations and misinterpretations mainly found in the social media against the
Christian teachings. The Commission is arranging a few webinars and planning to publish some
leaflets as a part of this venture.

6. Save our Daughters

This is an initiative of the commission against religious terrorism. We have a resource term to observe
and study the issues related to religious fanaticism. This team is vigilant to support and protect the
Catholic faithful, especially our young girls. We organize awareness program, training sessions at
different levels. We also provide Psycho-spiritual counseling and legal support for affected people.

7. Other Social Media engagements

In the fast growing social media world, the commission, established different WhatsApp groups and
Youtube channels directly and indirectly, to promote effective catholic witness, communication and
collaboration. These groups respond effectively to the allegations and fake news against Church and
Church personnel and social and political issues. A group of catholic youth, including priests active in
the social media is supporting this endeavor.

The Report of the Pope’s Worldwide Prayer Network & Eucharistic Youth Movement in
Kerala 2019-2020

The activities of PWPN and EYM in Kerala are growing in a systematic and steady way. The
visit of the National Director Fr Jagdish Parmar to Kerala was indeed a time of grace. The consultation
meeting with the Kerala team was held at Lumen, Kochi. Fr Jagdish Parmar addressed all the Bishops
of Kerala at the KCBC (Kerala Catholic Bishop Conference) meeting held at Pastoral Orientation
Centre Palarivattom.

We would like to appreciate and congratulate Fr Xavier Tharamel SJ who took over as the
acting Director of PWPN and EYM for the 7 months during the absence of the Province Director Fr
Shin who was at a training programme (Tertianship). Fr Xavier visited parishes, seminaries, schools,
families etc to propagate PWPN and EYM. During the homily, he used to highlight the necessity of
praying for the Church, especially for the intentions of the Holy Father. After the Mass, 10th , +1 and



+2 classes of catechism students are met to distribute the brochures and explain a little more about
PWPN and EYM. In the last year he visited 11 parishes,2 seminaries 2 schools of 6 dioceses of Kerala
and covered nearly 3000 plus parishners including the catechism students.

It was begun in 1974 after the institution of commission
for labour by KCBC. KLM was reconstituted in 2002 as an NGO registered with government.

KLM visualize a just society where all the workers enjoy dignity, equity, harmony and fullness of life.
The movement stands committed for the empowerment of the workers irrespective of caste, class and
religion through social mobilization, decentralized participatory planning, promotion of good
governance, gender justice and environmental sustainability.

Empowerment of the unorganized workers is being done through the human and institutional
Development, Leadership Promotion and Capacity Building Programs are the key objects of the KLM.
Promotion of gender justice among the unorganized workers of the State through empowering and
strengthening of the women unorganized workers, creating appropriate support mechanisms and legal
help forums. Ensuring Social Security for the unorganized workers by providing assistance to enroll
and retain in the welfare schemes which are managed by the state government. Improve the
employability of the unorganized workers through skill up gradation, labour linkages and placement
services.

Joseph Jude is the chairman and Babu Thannikkott is
the convener. KLM have initiated eight workers’ forums. The workers forums initiated by
KLM are Construction Workers’ Forum (SNTU), Tailoring Workers’ Forum (KTWF),
Cherukida Thotam Tozhilali Forum (KCTTF), Domestic Workers” Forum (KDWF),
Agricultural Workers’ Forum (KAWF), Motor Transport Workers’ Forum (KMTWF), Malsya
Thozhilali Forum (KMTF) and Shops and Establishments Workers Forum (KSCEWF)

This year in view of COVID Pandemic period different meetings were held on Online by
Workers Forums. The Alliance of Forums initiated various steps to tackle the problems facing
by unorganized workers with Government authorities, especially to protect and increase the
benefits from Workers Welfare Funds. The forum alliance decided to establish Welfare cum
relief Fund of their own level for well being of member workers.

Migrants’ Ministry at KCBC Labour Commission

KLM has organized a state level coordination committee of the volunteers working with
migrants. Fr Shin Kallunkal SJ is the convener of the committee. The Migrants’ ministry
explains the need of pastoral care, developing supporting systems for the migrant workers. This
year a discussion meeting was held at SRC Kozhikode in February. Different subjects related
to migrant workers issues were presented in the meeting. The meeting pointed out to open
facilitation centers for migrant workers. A core committee was formed to implement further
action plan.

People Management Policy

KCBC promulgated the People Management Policy for the Catholic Institutions in Kerala and
the implementation task was entrusted to KLM. There are well defined guidelines for
improving the efficiency and effectiveness of the institutions run by the Catholic managements.
This year Zonal level PMP seminars arranged at PACS Irinjalakuda in February. Bishop Mar
Pauly Kannookadan inaugurated the seminar. 90 delegates from 38 institutions from Thrissur,

Initiatives...

Lawyers’ Collective

One of the main objectives of the Lawyers collective is to discuss and to give guidance to the
KLM to minimize the marginalization of the laborers and migrants in the state. A committee
was formed with seven members and the office bearers of KLM.

Association for the Managers and Principals of the Industrial Training Institutes
In 2014, KLM initiated the Association for the Managers and Principals of the Industrial
Training Institutes as a department of the Labour Commission.

Social Security Programs

Suraksha

Being a part of the social security programs to the unorganized workers, KLM continues to
enroll the unorganized workers in Pension, welfare funds, insurance, etc. The workers enrolled
by KLM in the Scheme have received pension and super annuation benefits from National
Pension Authority after attaining the age of 60.

State Welfare Funds

KLM enrolled about 30,000 eligible unorganized workers in various labour welfare funds of
the state government. The unorganized workers cannot register themselves to the welfare fund
but mainly supported by the trade unions. KLM support them to enroll through its workers
forums registered under the Trade Union Act.

Insurance and combo medical supports

Some of the diocesesan units like Kochi, Ernakulam, Palaghat, Verapoly, Irinjalakuda,
Manathavady, Kothamangalam, and Trichur have initiated health insurance programs for the
medical supports to the unorganized workers and their families. There are about 50,000
families in the medical support systems initiated by the KLM diocesan committees like
“Kanivu” of Kochi, Jeevas Health Insurance Program of Mananthavady and “Paraspara Sahaya
Samuhya Suraksha Padhathi” (PSSSP) of Trichur and Kothamangalam. Lakhs of money were
collected and given to the beneficiaries as medical support and death support from these

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projects. Thrissur and Changanaserry Archdioceses initiated death fund scheme for members
benefitting claims to nominee in the event of death of a member.

Hind Mazdoor Sabha (HMS)

The workers’ forums initiated and animated by KLM /UTA are affiliated to HMS, an independent
central trade union. Our leaders are elevated in the leadership of HMS in district, state and national
Level. Joseph Jude is working in the National Excecutive of HMS and Babu Thannikott is working as
District General Secretary of HMS Ernakulam. HMS delegated our leaders to reprsent in national and
international meetings.

New President of KLM State Committee
Sri. Stephen K S Kottarathil, belongs to Thamarassery Diocese is appointed as new State President of
KLM. in place of Sri. Shaju Antony voluntarily retired from the post due to personal reasons.

KLM State Secretariat

KLM State Secretariat is functioning at Palarivattom in rented building owned by Archdiocese of
Verapoly. There are state level and also diocesan (even local) workers’ facilitation centres across the
state and there are well trained staffs and coordinators. The entities such as KLM State Office, State
Office of Labour Forums and Workers’ Facilitation Center are functioning in the secretariat. KLM
State committee given warm send off and sincere thanks to Sr. Anees SKD the Office Administrator
who had served for last four years and transferred to Mission Work of Congregation. At present Sr.
Mercy Judy CTC is the Office Administrator and Programme Director. Ms. Molly Francis is
coordinating all the activities of Suraksha.

Meeting on 22" Sept. 2020.

CBCI, JPD Commission: national JPD Commission organized a webinar for Kerala Partners together
with KSSF on ‘Laudato Si Year’. Fr. Jacob Mavunkal, Director KSSF participated in the Regional JPD
Commission Secretary’s virtual meeting held on 17" August 2020.

Deepika Excellence Award 2019: Fr. George Vettikattil, Executive Director, KSSF was presented the
Deepika Excellence Award for Social Service 2019 on 27" December 2019.

Kerala Church’s Response to COVID 19

Regional Strategy Plan to combat COVID 19: The initial brainstorming session of KSSF team with
the Disaster Management Team of KSSF reflected on the challenges caused by the pandemic. This
meeting proposed a schema for action; ie; to develop a strategy to guide the activities towards “Survive
COVID for Kerala Church”. The Board meeting of KSSF approved the plan. KSSF worked out
Regional Strategy Plan to combat COVID 19 with the full participation of the Diocesan Directors and
senior officers in DSSS and with the support of subject experts’ panel. The strategy plan was released
by the Chairman on 30™ June 2020 in a webinar organized to disseminate the same and to give an
orientation to the DSSS directors. Mar Jose Pulickal, Chairman sent a circular to Kerala Church
introducing the strategy plan to combat COVID by KSSF on 7t July 2020.

Public Awareness Building on COVID:

e Threeshort films are prepared: The Decision, Be Careful andBig Salute, and areuploaded in
YouTube channel for wider circulation.

¢ In collaboration with Radio Mattoli of Mananthawady diocese five community radio programs
with information about the pandemic wasbroadcasted, including in tribal language.

e The IEC materials, Posters, Stickers, Leaflets and Boards on the subject were prepared and
distributed to all the dioceses.KSSF collaborated with Sarathi for the distribution of IEC materials
to the general public across the state.

Samaritan Volunteers: In the Webinar conducted on 21 July 2020 all the dioceses decided to
identify and train volunteers to ensure Christian fellowship to people who may become victims of
COVID. All 32 dioceseshaveidentified and trained the Samaritan Volunteers in collaboration with the
DMO & Dist. Administration. The diocesan level coordinators at DSSS coordinate their activities.As
on 31%October 2020 there are 36,804 volunteers collaborating with all 32 dioceses among them 480
are priests and 21 are sisters. As on 31% October 2020,Samaritans conducted funerals of 780 COVID
victims. Mar George Cardinal Alencherry, President KCBC supported this initiative by issuing a
circular to Kerala Church on the subject on 23" July 2020. KSSF collect data and document it on a
monthly basison the DSSS’s COVID interventions and report to KCBC.

DSSS Strategic Plan: An orientation on the Diocesan Strategy plan was organized on 3"& 4" Feb.
2020 and Rev.Fr. Albert Thambidurai, Director and Dr.Gayatri, Regional Coordinator, TASOSS,
Trichy were the resource team.

MahilaVaidyaRatnam Award 2020: 24 selected practitioners of traditional medicine from the
dioceses were given MahilaVaidyaRatnam Award 2020.

Lenten campaign: KSSF Director requested KCBC to facilitate and encourage the Lenten Campaign
in all the dioceses and to organize a diocesan level inauguration of the campaign. KSSF initiated the
State level Lenten Campaign to create more awareness of the Lenten contribution towards the social
ministry of the Church. The State level Lenten Campaign was inaugurated by Moran MorBaselios
Cardinal Cleemis on 21% Feb. 2020 at St Mary’s Malankara Church, Ayur. Fr. Paul Moonjely,
Executive Director Caritas India also participated in the event.

State level inauguration of Laudato Si Year 2020 and observation of World Environment Day:
His Grace Mar Joseph Perumthottam inaugurated the Laudato Si Year 2020by planting a mango tree in
Changanacherry Municipalitycampus on 5™ June 2020. Yearlong activities are planned to mark the
Laudato Si Year, including a completion among the DSSS for the promotion of Green protocol by the
Church institutions.

Farmers’ Bill 2020: KSSF organized a webinars and interactions on the new Farmers’ Bill on
21.9.2020. His Beatitude Mar GeorgeCardinal Alencherry inaugurated the webinar. The experts



present werethe following:Mar Jose Pulickal, Mar Joseph Pamplany, Mar Thomas Tharayil,Rt. Rev.
Dr. Alex Vadakumthala, subject experts: Mr. James Vadakkan, Dr. Jose Joseph, Mr. Alex

partners [CHASS, Bodhana, PSWS, VSSS & MDS] under the leadership of Mar Jose Pulickal was
organized at Kanjirappally on 10.9.2020. The team looked for possibilities for direct marketing of
products of farmers & fishermen.

Vibhavani India &Krishi Trade: KSSF had a series of discussions and dialogue with Vibhavani
India &Krishi Trade’ to create new national level network for farmers for direct selling of their
agriculture products by avoiding middleman and get better price for the farmer . On 17" Sept. 2020 a
short training was organized for a selected core group from DSSS & KSSF team to introduce the
online platform of Krishi Trade. KSSF has taken membership in both Vibhavani India &Krishi Trade.
Orientation on CST &Key Strategy Pillars of Caritas India:KSSF Teamvisited and conducted one
day orientation for DSSS Team on Catholic Social Teachings and Key Strategic Pillars of Caritas India
(Empowering Animation, Sharing Communities, Dialogue and Volunteerism) in 27 DSSS. Discussions
on Catholic Social Teachings and KSP invigorated and enhanced thecommitment of DSSS personnel.
Flood Rehabilitation Project: The coordination of the Flood rehabilitation projects supported by CEI
and Caritas Italiana was successfully completed and the final review meeting was conducted on
20"November 2020 by Mr. BeppePedron, Asian Manager, Caritas Italiana.

A temporary executive committee is
formed to facilitate the process and two core committee meetings were conducted. A general
understanding of the need, role & functioning of Sisters Forum in the social ministry of Kerala Church
is developed by the core committee.

AGB & GB Meetings of KSSF: Two Board Meetings were conducted on 28" May 2020 and 22"
Sept. 2020. The Annual General Body meeting was held on 22" Sept. 2020 at AMOS Centre. Mar

Jesus Fraternity has 8 zones, in order to render its services more effectively, uniformly and in a

practical way all over the state of Kerala. The zones are as follows; Trivandrum, Kollam, Kottayam,
Ernakulum, Thrissur, Palakkad, Kozhikode and Kannur.

| . Activities in Prisons or Jails

- Regular prison visits,

- Liturgical celebrations

- Cultural as well as literary programmes are organized under the leadership of the Zonal and
Unit directors.

- Special celebrations are organized on the national, state and religious festive days
highlighting the importance of the day and exhorting the inmates to reflect and amend their
attitude in their life.

- Counselling programmes inside the jails and prisons once a week.

- At times Yearly retreats are provided with the consent of the particular prison or jail
authorities.

- Legal aid to the inmates

- Assistance is given to prison inmates depending on the need and urgency of the inmates for
the construction of houses, education of children as well as the inmates, marriage of the
children of prisoners who confront financial difficulties. These services have been offered in all
prisons in Kerala.

ii. Zonal and Unit Meetings

Each zone and units meet regularly. The Zones meet once in a month in order to evaluate,

discuss the present and future programmes offered in the particular Zone. Each Unit meets once a

month.

iii. Children’s Summer Camp



Every year we conduct the “Snehopansana” (Children’s summer camp) for the children of
prisoners and the children from the rehabilitation centres. This year we organized the camps in
Trivandrum, Trichur and Ernakulam. There were 30,23 and 60 children respectively for the camps.
All were given study material for the new academic year.

Aim of the camp
- Concentrates on the personality and leadership development of the children who are denied of
the basic love and care and who are marginalised in the society.
-Distribution of study kit which contains note books, umbrella, lunch carrier and school bag for
the new academic year.

4. Rehabilitation Centres

Jesus Fraternity has 3 centres for the rehabilitation of the released male prisoners, 3 centres for
the released female from prisons, the streets and the misused girls, and 5 centres for the education of
the children of prisoners, children with delinquency and children with behavioural maladjustments. We
take care of 88 children and 42 grown ups through these 11 centres.

The state wide ministry is co-ordinated and directed by the State Office situated in POC the
central office of the Kerala Catholic Bishops’ Council. The State Office is in constant contact with the
dioceses, the religious orders, seminaries, local units, zones and the rehabilitation centres, the three
Government Departments of Prisons, Social Welfare and the Police. It is the onus of the State Office to
convoke the various meetings of the Zonal directors, centre directors, state executive and organize state
level programs for volunteers and major events in prisons.

It is the dynamic response of the Catholic Church of Kerala to involve in the life
situations of taxi and auto drivers in order to make them promoters of justice, peace, development and
religious harmony in the society.

Mar Jose Pulickal is the Chairman of Sarathi. Vice Chairmen - Abp. Most. Rev. Dr. Joseph
Kalathiparambil, Thomas Mar Eusebius and Director- Fr. Sebastian Thekkanath. Sarathi started
its developmental mission in the year of 2000. It is registered under Charitable Trust Act IV 170/2001
EKM.

Vision of Sarathi: Empower the drivers, so that they can be messengers of peace.

Mission of Sarathi: Coordinate the drivers, to use their immense possibilities and potentialities for a
better society and to materialize the words of Jesus, “Come to me all who labour and are heavy laden,
and I will give you rest.” (Mt.11:28).

Field of Sarathi: There are 3,31,373 km different kinds of roads (National & State highways,
Corporation, Municipality, Panchayath roads) and around 10 lakh taxi and auto drivers in Kerala.

3. Anniversary of Sarathi Units.
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This current year Sarathi could organize only a few anniversaries or drivers meet of Sarathi
units, due to Covid 19 pandemic. After March 2020, we cancelled all such gatherings, due to Covid 19
lock down, including state level program scheduled at P.O.C.

At Pala SH Provincial House, we conducted drivers meet and Mr. Mani C. Kappan MLA
inaugurated the meet. At following places also we conducted drivers meet: Koruthode, Piravom,
Kodakara, Podimattom, Thiruvalla, North Paravur, Kottagiri(TN), Ponkunnam, Pizhaku, Potta,
Irinjalakuda, karanchira, Neeloor, Kumily, Elappara, Oonnukal, Murickassery, Vilayamkott, Calvary
mount, Pala Town, Vellikulangara, Mammiyoor.

4. Motor Kshemanidhi Programs.

During this calendar year, before Covid-19 lockdown we could organize a few Motor
Kshemanidhi awareness classes and membership renewal program. At Kattappana and Murikkassery
we conducted such program.

5. Traffic Awareness Class for Public and Drivers.

From the Sarathi state office we gave a class on road accidents and its causes at Chempannoor,
Angamaly and also conducted many such classes for SARATHI drivers at various places during
drivers meet. On March 8" Fr. Sebastian Thekkanath conducted and awareness class for Charity
Sisters of St. Vincent de Paul provincial house at Potta. More than 60 sisters participated in it.

6. Income Generating Program Inaugurated.

SARATHI unit at K. Chapath started an income generating program. They opened a mobile
Freezer and Sound System centre for rent and Fr. Sebastian Thekkanath inaugurated it on 15 January
2020.

7. New Book Published.

A New Book “Sevanathinte Veritta Vazhikhal” published by SARATHI recently. The content
of the small book is the exemplary and inspiring stories of auto taxi drivers. This will give an
inspiration to auto drivers to be living models and others to get a good inspiration about drivers as well
as to change their wrong concept about auto drivers. This will boost up the self-esteem of auto drivers
and motivate them to do well and to be gentle in their dealings.

8. Gandhi Jayanthi Day Celebration.

Following the Covid 19 regulations many of our Sarathi units observed Gandhi Jayanthi Day
meaningfully. Wearing Mask and keeping social distancing, Sarathi members cleaned their respective
auto stands and collected all plastic and other wastes from their local town. Fr. Sebastian Thekkanath,
State Director inaugurated this program at Kalady town.

9. Tele Communication Strengthened during Covid 19.

During this Covid 19 pandemic situation it was not possible for a face to face interaction with
Sarathi members and organizes meetings. Thus from the Sarathi state office we strengthened the
interaction with Sarathi Drivers and gave them mental strength, when they were at home without any
income in a lock down situation.

PART-III



NOVEL PROJECT INTRODUCED/ LAUNCHED DURING COVID 19 PERIOD FOR
SARATHI DRIVERS.
1. Mobile Application: Online taxi application

In collaboration with Town Technologies, a Software company, we launched mobile app for
auto drivers. By this any customer can avail auto rickshaws through a mobile by downloading this
application. It will take little time to be very familiar, because of the Covid 19 lockdown. In future it
will be a great help for drivers as well as for general public.

2. Subsidised Insurance Scheme.

In a joint venture with Muthoot Insurance broking agency, in this Covid 19 crisis period Sarathi
introduced a vehicle insurance scheme, in which the individual vehicle according to category, the
owner get a subsidy of Rs 1500 to 1800 per year. It has got a big momentum among the Sarathi
members.

3. Online Real Estate Program.

In a joint venture with Plotmall.Com, an Online Real Estate agency, we make all our Sarathi
members as local agents of Real Estate business, by which they may get a good income as legal
Commission of the deal. In future it will be a great support for the drivers.

4. Covid 19 Awareness Posters and Stickers.

In collaboration with KSSF, Kottayam, SARATHI distributed thousands of Covid 19
awareness posters and stickers sponsored by Kerala Social Service forum (KSSF). It was a great
support for auto drivers, when Covid -19, lockdown was relaxed and the auto rickshaws started to
move on the road partially, to serve the society.

5. Distribution of Food Material Kit to Sarathi Members and other Drivers.

During this Covid -19 lockdown situation, auto-drivers are the worst affected group in the society,
because they don't have work and they do not have any income to support their family. SARATHI took
an initiative to distribute food materials to them with the support of religious congregations and
generous people who came forward to help. In the first instance, we could distribute it for the majority
of the Sarathi members and many hundred other drivers. For example we could give it to almost all
auto drivers at Angamaly with the support of all religious in and around Angamaly and with the help of
some generous individuals. In a second instance during Onam season Sarathi could help the drivers
with food materials once again.

PART-IV
FUTURE PLANS

1. Mental Health Programs:

In this Covid -19 situation, our goal is to boost up all Sarathi members and other drivers to face and
overcome any similar situation. Mental health is very important in such situations. We plan to organize
such mental health strengthening programs at various units, with the support of experts.

2. Starting New Units.



We had done the initial works to start new units of Sarathi at least a hundred places, before the
Covid 19 lock down. Because of the Covid-19 pandemic, we could not do a follow up. In the coming
days, we are planning to have follow up programs at all these places and start new Sarathi units.

3. More Motor- Kshemanidhi Camps.

We are planning to organize more Camps on Motor Kshemanidhi awareness camps in different
Districts. Only this will give a security for drivers and their families. A minimum pension will be
guaranteed through this.

CONCLUSION.

Sarathi- A Helpline for drivers started with a vision to empower the taxi and auto drivers, so that they
can be powerful social agents for the integral development of the society. This mission is the response
to the words of Jesus, “Come to me all who labour and are heavy laden and I will give you rest.”
(Mt.11:28). Sarathi is working tirelessly to make the drivers as the messengers of peace and harmony
in the society. This is materialized with the support of the Catholic Church of Kerala. We earnestly
believe that, through the co-operation, support and collaboration of the Catholic Church of Kerala we
will be able to reach out to the maximum number of auto-taxi drivers in the near future.

This current year because of Covid 19 pandemic Sarathi could not work as previous years.
Auto rickshaw- taxi drivers are one of the most affected groups because of this pandemic. Drivers are
daily income generating group. Lockdown affected severely their service and income. It may take
many more months to come back to a normal situation for them. Let us all join our hands to support
them and their families to overcome this crisis situation.

Annual Report of Association of Catholic Care Homes & Department of Special
Schools 2019-20

Even though Catholic Church is multifaceted, right from her inception, Church is synonymous
with care for poor and needy. There exist a symbiotic relationship between proclamation of the ‘Good-
news’ and concern for the anawim of Yahweh.

Association of Catholic Care Homes (ACCH) and Department of Special Schools (DSS) are in
the fore-front in guiding and coordinating all caring, protecting, developmental and rehabilitation
activities of these poor, unwanted, orphan and needy people undertaken by Catholic Dioceses of
Kerala, Religious Congregations and Lay initiatives. With due respect to all concerned, | humbly place
before you what transpired during the year.

Diocesan Level Conventions

During the last year, with the help of KCBC Diocesan Care Homes directorates, In-charges of
Special Schools and various Religious Communities, Diocesan level conventions were held. | may be
permitted to add that an important ingredient of these meetings was study-classes related to RPWD
Act, Mental Health Care Act and JJ Act. Participants were also made aware of
- Issues in running care Home institutions
- Infrastructure requirements thereof
- Role of staff and employees, etc.

Director of Association of Catholic Care Homes (ACCH) also participated and conducted
classes in workshops organized by Orphanage Control Board for institutional heads and employees.

Fast and Sit —in Protest.

Department of Special Schools (DSS) was all geared up to observe fast and do sit-in protest
against denying grants to special schools on 07th September 2019, Onam day in-front of State
Secretariat. Having got wind of our plans, Hon’ble finance minister of Kerala invited Office — bearers
of Department of Special Schools (DSS) for dialogue. As a result, finance minister sanctioned Rs 26
crores followed by another grant of Rs. 23 crores and 96 lakhs for 213 special schools. We are grateful
to the state government for this kind gesture.

Budgetary Provisions for Differently abled.

As a result of our DSS’ continuous and persistent interaction, Special Schools managed by
voluntary organizations received a grant of Rs. 40 crores. Further, Skill and Employment generation
centers were allocated for the first time Rs. 10 crore in Feb 2020 state budget.

Training for Special School Staff and SCERT Curriculum

Department of Special Schools’ (DSS) long standing request for SCERT curriculum for special
schools was published. All our associates were given training to transact this curriculum by
Department of Special Schools (DSS). Congratulations to Rev. Sr. Flower Jose, an executive member
of ACCH, for being selected as Govt. master trainer for resource persons.

Celebrations



At the diocesan and institutional level, Association of Catholic Care Homes (ACCH) initiated
celebrations on occasions such as- birthday of Mother Teresa, Day of the differently abled and senior
citizens day etc.

On 15th February, in Darbar Hall at Ernakulam, a musical fest led by playback singer Sri
UnniMenon was organized for differently abled kids and teachers who came from across Kerala were
offered meals and transport by DSS. This event was cosponsored by Bharat Petroleum.

JPD commission and Association of Catholic Care Homes (ACCH) brought out a hand book to
guide Kerala Catholic Church’s out rich program for poor and needy.

On completion of term of office Director Association of Catholic Care Homes (ACCH) and
DSS Rev. Fr. Roy Mathew handed over office to Rev. Fr. LijoChittalapilly on 31st May, 2020. Our
sincere thanks to Fr. Roy Mathew Vadakkel, his seven long years of service.

Covid -19

Covid-19 has red signaled our ‘used to’ way of life. It is urging us to get used to ‘new normal’.
Restrictions under covid-19 made administration and management of our institutions very difficult in
terms of arranging resources both human and material. With the constant encouragement and support
of KCBC leadership, Association of Catholic Care Homes (ACCH) and Department of Special Schools
(DSS) were in battle with the Government to get support and help to our institutions and at last able to
get free ration and Kits sanctioned for our Care Homes, Ashrams and Convents. It is also heartening to
note that previously unreleased grant for orphanages was released by KCBC Association of Catholic
Care Homes’ (ACCH) continuous efforts

Solutions for Knotty Issues

State government refused permission to re-admit students sent home from Care Homes on
holidays as part of government’s De Institutionalization Policy. Our efforts to persuade civil authorities
to revisit this decision did not meet have desired results. Finally, as a way out, as per the direction of
JDP Commission Chairman His Excellency Mar Jose Pulickal, ACCH director Rev. Fr.
LijoChittilappilly, in consultation with Orphanage Association, approached Hon’ble High Court of
Kerala and got favorable verdict.

Meanwhile, the National Commission for Protection of Child Rights (NCPCR) ordered that
State of Kerala along with eight other states sent back all inmates of Child orphanages back home.
Once again we KCBC Association of Catholic Care Homes (ACCH) approached the Hon’ble High
Court. NCPCR on being asked by the Court for an explanation submitted that it was not an order, but
an internal communication. This climb — down saved us from further troubles.

Orphanage Control Board

The absence of an Kerala Govt. Orphanage Control Board which would facilitate control,
registration and financial assistance, made functioning of such Care Homes Institutions very difficult.
Constant engagement of ACCH office — bearers, guided and supported by KCBC leadership led to the
formation of such a board. There are three Catholic priests including former Director and current
Director of ACCH and two Sisters in the newly constituted board. His Beatitude Cardinal Mar George
Alenchery has written to the government asking for nomination of Rev. Fr. Roy Mathew Vadakkel as
Christian representative in would be constituted new board Chairmanship. Previously, OCB was
constituted on eleven occasions. Of these, on ten occasions OCB chairman was a Muslim brothern

Annual General Body Meeting of ACCH was held on line on Thursday, 05th November 2020.
JDP Commission chairman His Excellency Mar Jose Pulikal presided over the meeting. Commission
Secretary Fr.

KCBC SC/ST/BC Commission of official body of Kerala Catholic Bishops’ Council that works for the
integrated development of the members of catholic church who are of SCSTBC origin. Bishop Mar
Jacob Murickan, Auxiliary bishop of Pala is the chairman of the Commission. Bishop Selvister
Ponnumuthan, Bishop of Punalur and Bishop Yoohanon Mar Theodosius, Bishop of Muvattupuzha are
the vice chairman of the Commission. Fr. D. Shajkumar and Mr. James Elavunkal serve as Secretary
and Joint Secretary respectively. The Commission generoly operate through the official people’s
organization namely Dalit Catholic Mahajanasabha (DCMS). The commission is registered as a public
charitable Trust. A brief report of the activities of the commission in the year 2019-20 is given below.

1. Students’ Scholarship
In order to promote meritorious students the commission awards a scholarship every year.
Those selected Dalit Catholic Students who successfully complete the Stds. 10" and 12" and
degree courses with 80% of the total score are given Rs. 1000 each as a token of appreciation
and motivation for higher studies. Last year 340 students were given this scholarship. Usually
the scholarship are distributed to the students by the commission representatives in a meeting of
their parents and diocesan representatives in the presence of the diocesan bishop or Vicar
General.

2. Talent Academy
The Commission has formed ‘Talent Academy’ for the Dalit Catholic Students. It aims at
promoting the talents and skills of young students. Various activities are planned in this regard.
The academy was formally inaugurated by His Eminence Cardinal Mar George Alenchery the
president of KCBC on 25.11.2020 at Mount St. Thomas Kakkanad. Mar Sebastian
Vaniapurackal, the curia Bishop of Syro Malabar Church presided over the function. Bishop
Mar Jacob Murickan the commission chairman gave the introductory speech. Several members
of DCMS attended the function online.



a) Talent and Skill Development Training Programme(TSDTP)
The first module of Talent and Skill Development Training Programme(TSDTP)
commenced on the same day. One year ongoing training will be given to 51 excellence
students who were selected through a written test conducted in March 2020. They will be
given special training in various study skills soft skills in the personal skills etc. Those
students who successfully complete the course will be given a certificate by the
commission. This programme is initiated with be Spiritual and Financial support of
Franciscan Clarist Congregation. It will be conducted with the support of Santhi Family
Counselling & Personal Development Centre, Kottayam (An initiative of Society of Jesus).
b) Career Top 1
It is special training programme for the selected plus one students with the aim of equipping
them to attend the Civil Services Exam.
c) Career Top 2
We are starting a training programme for the first year degree students to enable them to
attend the UPSC and PSC competitive exams.
d) Kairali Kalamandalam
We are starting a program to identify highly talented young students to groom them to reach
higher stages. For this purpose we have inaugurated ‘Karali Kalamandalam’, a training
programmes in arts and culture. To begin with, we are selecting the students who are
highly talented in the field of Music.
. Covid 19 related programmes
Dalit Christians were adversely affected by the pandemic Covid 19 more than others. The
commission through the diocesan counter parts tried to support the most needy people in the
best way possible. All the diocesan committees organized several relief measures such as
distribution food kits, medical support, face mask and sanitizer supply, financial assistance,
counselling etc.
The state committee conducted an Essay competition for the members of DCMS of different
age groups. Cash prices were distributed to the winners at a function conducted at the Amos
Centre, Kottayam on 20" September 2020 in connection with the Justice Sunday gathering.
Another competition on vegetable garden making is going on for the members of DCMS.
Prizes s will be given to the winners in January 20-21.
. Justice Sunday
Every year the Sunday after the India’s Independence Day is observed as Justice Sunday. This
year it was on 16™ August 2020. Due to the Covid 19 protocol we could not observe the day as
usual. However the commission issued a circular and special prayers were offered in the
churches where Holy Mass was celebrated and in all the families. The usual Justice Sunday
offering (Sthothrakazhcha) which is the main source of income of the commission was not
collected this year.

Fasting and prayer Day

The Commission invited all the families to observe a Day of Prayer and Fasting on 7%
September 2020 with the intentions of getting the judgement in favour of Dalit Christians in the
case in the Supreme Court and to find out proper solutions for the Covid 19 pandemic. Bishop
Jacob Muricken officiated the prayer session in Pala.

State Convention

The usual state level gathering in connection with Justice Sunday was conducted on 20"
September 2020 at the Amos Centre, Kottayam. In keeping with the Covid 19 protocol the
convention was modest, yet grand. Fifty representatives from different dioceses attended the
function. Mr. James Elavunkal, the DCMS president presided over the meeting. Justice
Abraham Mathew inaugurated the function. Bishop Selvister Ponnumuthan and Bishop
Yoohanon Mar Theodosius addressed the gathering. The winners of the Essay completion were
given cash prices at this function.

Advocacy and Lobbying

The state committee gave memorandum to the chief Minister and other concerned ministers and
the LDF leaders placing various demand of the Dalit Christians and asking them to fulfil their
promise in the Election Manifesto of 2016. Since no favourable response was given DCMS
organized a Dharna in front of the Secretariat on 6" November 2020. Most Rev. Dr. M. Soosa
Pakiam, the Archbishop of Trivandrum inaugurated the Dharna which was lead by Mr. James
Elavunkal the president of DCMS. Bishop Jacob Muricken gave the introductory talk. Bishop
Christudas, the Auxiliary Bishop of Trivandrum and other leaders addressed the Dharna which
was organized observing the Covid 19 protocol.

Certificate issue

In the month of February 2020 a circular was issued from the office of the Commissioner of
Examinations to all the schools directing to write ‘OBC’ in the ‘caste column’ in the SSLC
certificate of ‘OEC’ students. It was an improper direction which would adversely affect the
scholarships and grants to the Dalit Christian students. The state committee gave petitions to all
the concerned offices and met those in charge personally and got the order corrected in the
month of October. Accordingly caste name will continue to be written in the caste column of
converted Christian students as in the case of other students.

State committee and council meetings

Even during troubled times of Covid 19 pandemic we tried to keep the members together and
empower the movement to go forward through several meetings online and otherwise. We had
the state committee meeting in the months of February (at Changanassery) and November
(Kottayam). In March (at POC) and in September (at Amos Centre, Kottayam) we held the
General Council meetings when we were restricted by the Covid 19 protocol. We conducted
two state committee meetings and two General Council meetings on line. In addition to these
meetings we also had online meetings with all the diocesan committees during this time.
Housing project

The Commission is implementing a Housing project for 300 homeless Dalit families of
different dioceses with the support of different agencies. The beneficiaries were identified by
the dioceses. They were linked to a sponsoring agency. The agency after verifying the
genuineness of the case provide a financial support of Rs. 175000/- to each beneficiary. The
rest of the money needed for a completion of house is born by the diocese, parish or well
wishers and by the beneficiaries themselves. Beneficiaries have been selected our from the
dioceses of 1) Neyyattinkara, 2) Trivandrum(M), 3) Trivandrum(L), 4) Kollam, 5)
Changanassery, 6) Thiruvalla, 7) Kanjirappilly, 8) Pala, 9) Punalur, 10) Mavelikkara, 11)
Ernakulam- Angamaly, 12) Kothamangalam, 13) Vijayapuram, 14) Idukki, 15) Kozhikode, 16)



Kannur, 17) Palakkad. They are supported by the congregations of CMI (101 Houses), FCC (24
Houses), CMC (20 Houses), SABS (9 Houses). H.E. Baselios Cardinal Cleemis support 14
houses and the society of St. Vincent De Paul support 132 houses. According to the reports we
our received almost 250 houses have been completed. The rest of the house will be completed
by the ended this financial year. The housing project is designed to be an ongoing project which
will be continued till all the Dalit families will have a house with support of all the good
hearted people.

Conclusion

We gratefully acknowledge the support given to the commission by all the office bearers of
KCBC in the last year. In a special way we thank Most Rev. Dr. M. Soosa Pakiam who was the
President of KCBC, and Rev. Dr. Varghese Vallikkatt who served as the Director of POC in the
last six years. It is our request to all the bishops and the members of POC that the needs and the
life situation of the Dalit Catholics be part of their prayers and activities always and
everywhere.

With immense joy and gratitude, | present the annual report of Madhyavirudha Samithy of KCBC
Temperance Commission. H.E Yoohanon Mar Theodosius is the Chairman and H.E Sebstian
Thekethecheril and H.E Christudas are vice-chairmen of the Commission. There is a Secretariat for the
Samithy and a State Animator. The 32 dioceses of the Catholic Church in Kerala are grouped into 7
Regions: Trivandrum, Kottayam, Alappuzha, Ernakulum, Trichur, Kozhikode, and Thalasseri.

There was three Secretariat and one General Body Meeting held in the current year to discuss and plan
out various Anti-alcohol activities. KCBC constituted a commission in 1998 with the slogan ‘Alcohol
free Church and Society’. For implementing this noble prophetic mission the Samithy has been
functioning in all the dioceses in Kerala. In the current year several activities were reduced due to the
Covid -19 pandemic.

Temperance Commission has its basic pattern of Triple formula of activities to attain its goal. First, the
demand reduction that is through various awareness programmes. Second, supply reduction which
includes non-violent forms of agitation to persuade the Government to reduce the production and
distribution of Alcohol. Third, risk deduction by treating the addicts to change and improve in order to
bring them to a new life through medical, psychological spiritual and social counseling and support.
These activities are organized in Parish, Forane, Dioceses, Regional and State levels.

After the State Convention, the Commission could not organize many activities due to Covid-19. But
we have been arranging many awareness programme through Whatsapp, Google Platform, and Face
book both inside dioceses and thorough out the State. Three Google meets were conducted for
discussing various Anti- alcoholic activities.

Temperance Commission issued a circular in connection with the Anti-liquor Sunday which is
observed on March 8, 2020 in all dioceses.

H.E. Mar Remigiose Inchananiyil, Bishop of Thamarassery, served as the Chairman of this
Commission for last six years. He has tirelessly involved in all antiliquor activities. After completing



his tenure H.E. Yoohanon Mar Theodosius, Bishop of Muvattupuha Diocese was elected as the new
Chairman.

A joint meeting of the Diocesan Directors and State Executive Committee met on 28th January 2020 at
POC. Rev Fr. Varghese Vallikkatt, Deputy Director of POC presided over the meeting and Rt. Rev. Dr
Yoohanon Mar Theodosius inaugurated meeting.

A press meet was held in the Pastoral Centre Trichur on 6th February 2020 in view of the State
Convention which was chaired by the Chairman H.E . Yoohanon Mar Theodosius. All members of the
Secretariat were present in the Press Meet.

The 21% State Convention was held at NBCLC Hall, Trichur from 8- 9 February 2020. It was a
historic and memorable moment which proved once again the vibrant nature of the Samithy. It was an
occasion for members to renew their commitment to realize their mission. There were sessions of study
classes, gathering of representatives, cultural programme and public meeting during the two days
convention.

Archdiocese of Trichur, Archdiocese of Thalassery and Diocese of Alappuzha secured first second and
third place respectively for their best performance and they were awarded Trophy instituted by Bishop
Makkel Foundtions, Mariamma Aikara and Fr. Paul Karachira for their talented performance. Award
for the best Anti-Alcoholic activist was given to Sri. Jose Chembissery of the Archdiocese of Trichur.
As per the decision of the Executive Committee a Dharna was held in front of the Central Excise
Commissioner Office at Trivandrum based on the protocol of Covid -19. The same was held in all
District Commissioner Offices. The Samithy submitted a memorandum to the Chief Minister, Excise
Minister and Excise Commissioner to stop the production and distribution of liquor, especially during
the pandemic Covid-19.

XVII. KCBC Vocation Commission
December 2019 — November 2020

The KCBC Vocation Commission inspires and co-ordinates the ministry of promoting vocations in
Kerala, by helping various dioceses and congregations to identify and train young people who are
willing to commit their entire lives to Christ and His Kingdom. It stands to foster and to coordinate all
the vocation pastoral activities of the KCBC. It works as a liaison between the various organs in the
vocation promotion scenario in the Kerala Catholic Church.

The commission is grateful to Bishop Rt Rev. Dr Vincent Samuel for the six long years of sincere and
dedicated service as the Chairman and to Bishop Dr Samuel Mar Irenios for the three years of
committed and laudable service as the Vice-Chairman of the commission.

At present the commission has Archbishop Dr Thomas Mar Koorilos as the new Chairman, Bishop Dr
James Raphael Anaparambil as the new Vice-Chairman and Archbishop Mar Joseph Perumthottam
continues to be one of the Vice-Chairmen. Fr Bijoy Augustine Marottickal serves as the Secretary of
the commission. There are the three vocation commission secretaries of the three sui juris churches as
joint secretaries: Rev. Dr. Sebastian Muttanthottiyil MCBS from the Syro-Malabar Church, Rev. Dr.
Charles Leon from the Latin Church and Rev. Dr. John Kuttiyil from the Syro-Malankara Church.
After the specific mandate from the KCBC officials to separate the KCBC Secretariat from the Kerala
Vocation Service Centre (KVSC) directorate, from June 2018 the office of the KVSC is no more
working as the secretariat of the KCBC Vocation Commission, but rather as an independent office
under the supervision of the said commission. While the Director of the KVSC is elected from the
Annual General Body Meeting, the Secretary of the Commission is appointed by the KCBC with rite-
wise rotation. The present Director of KVVSC is Rev. Fr Jomet Joseph Kolath SVD.

Annual General Body meeting planned to be conducted in the third week of March 2020 and the
various regional meetings of the five regions planned for April and May 2020 could not be convened
due to the spread of Covid-19.




Many restrictions and stay-at-home guidelines during the Covid-19 pandemic are serious challenges
for vocation promotion this year. All the dioceses and religious congregations are forced to adapt
traditional modes of vocation promotion to the present situation. In view of the impossibility of house
visiting and conducting vocation camps, many have utilized social media to share short motivational
audio/video files for inspiring young minds to follow the call of God. Many vocation resources based
on scientific study and write ups have been produced to enable deeper reflections on the same. Usage
of Shalom and Goodness TV, internet and social media had been well placed within the animation
schedule. Personal accompaniment is done through phone calls and online platforms to help them
discern their vocation. Ardent prayer for vocation is all the more stressed these days of pandemic.

The main activities of the commission are animated by KVSC through the five regions of
Thiruvananthapuram, Kottayam, Ernakulam, Thrissur and Malabar. After leaving space for individual
vocation directors and promoters to do the preliminary works, regional members were brought together
occasionally in the five regions. In each of these regions, regional coordinator, secretary and a council
have been elected and have begun functioning, which will give a positive thrust to this ministry.
Animation and training programmes are held at the regional level so that many more animators could
take part. Creatively newer ideas and more realistic ventures are hoped to rise from this division. Our
concentration was to provide our resources to the regions so that there could be more activities at the
local level.

We realize that though there are realistic pictures of a fall in vocation numbers, there is also a steady
rise in the number of post plus two students willing to join. There is a better climate of prayer for
vocations and almost all the dioceses and congregations have taken upon themselves the need for
prayer for vocation. All the three rites had been asked to conduct a survey on the quantity and quality
of vocations and vocation fall in Kerala and the results are still pending.

The KCBC Charismatic Commission and its service team named Kerala Catholic
Charismatic Renewal Service Team (KCCRST), having central office at EMMAUS,
Kalamassery had initiated many activities for strengthening of Church through renewal
programmes for priests, religious and laity. KCCRST functions through Kerala Advisory
Council (KAC) with 271 members, 1894 prayer groups, 8 Ministries with 83 Ministry Central
Team members and 850 Ministry Advisory Council (MAC) members, 2 Councils with 18
Council Central Team members, 24 Zones, 204 sub zones, 8 Sub regions, 3515 Zonal
Advisory Council (ZAC) members, and 103 retreat centres spread all over Kerala.

The service team works in collaboration with the motto given by Kerala Catholic Bishops
Council. For example, year 2020 was Mission Year and many initiatives were taken with the
theme “filled by the spirit and growing as missionaries’ (DWcmw B8m-hnA Dbcmw t{]JjnXcmbv). The
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year 2020 was very special due to dynamic interventions of digital platforms from April to
December along with normal physical programmes from January to March.

Let us have a glimpse of activities in 2020.
1. NATIONAL GOLDEN JUBILEE OF CCR: The inauguration of Golden Jubilee was
launched on January 26th at Mumbai and three members from service team attended. A three
year programme called Mission 2022 was launched that day for the nation as a whole
2. ACTION PLAN 2020: The Action plan 2020 was inaugurated by Commission Chairman
Bp. Samuel Mar Irenios on 24 February at Emmaus. As such a fourfold programme was
launched. They are LSS, SOL, Youth and Leaders Conference.
3. LIFE IN THE SPIRIT SEMINAR (LSS): LSS resource Team training was conducted
at Emmaus on Feb. 28 and 29. The subsequent trainings are going on in a digital platform
byParish ministry and its monitoring team. It is a good tool, as suggested by Pope Francis, to
relive Baptism in the Holy Spirit (B.H.S) experience. By now 1200 members are undergoing
resource training. They are guided by 120 mentors. Mentors are given 7 week training at sub
region level. Every zone has an LSS coordinator. Everything is planned in such a way that
LSS will be given for all within 3 years covering all parishes in Kerala.
4. SCHOOL OF LEADERSHIP (SOL): Trainings in leadership is going on at two different

batches. The first batch was started on 25t0 April with 70 religious sisters and 100 lay people.
They are guided by 10 animators and by now 30 classes are already completed. The second
batch consists of 565 participants, who are guided by 45 animators. It started on 1st August
and by now this batch completed 10 classes. The animators check the periodical assignments
given to them every week and guide them to follow the module.

5 DIGITAL INTERVENTIONS: The guidelines of Government for restricting gatherings
didn't hinder our programmes and meetings because we moved forward with digital
platforms. Online visits with Zonal Central Teams, Ministries Central Teams and Jeewajwala
and Finance Councils were conducted. Also all zones and ministries are having respective
service team meetings, ZAC gatherings and prayer groups in online platforms.

6. KERALA FASTING DAY: July 19 was commemorated as a Fasting Day and all families
joined the fasting prayer throughout Kerala region. Besides, by the initiative of intercession
ministry Perpetual adoration is going on in Emmaus chapel. Also various intercession
campaigns are continuing on virtual platforms.

7. K.C.B.C ARADHANA YANJAM: As the pandemic is becoming severe and to face it
with armour of prayer K.C. B. C charismatic commission had conducted a virtual adoration
from July 24th to August 2. On the first day the adoration was inaugurated by K.C.B. C
President Cardinal Mar Geoge Alencherry and Charismatic Commission Chairman Bishop
Samuel Mar Irenios gave the message. The Commission Secretary Fr. Joseph Thamaraely led
the Prayer sessions. On subsequent days the adoration was led by various retreat centres and
preachers in Kerala. It was telecasted by Shekheina Television.

8 VISIT BY NATIONAL TEAM:The National Charis Communion of Service
(CNSC) team had an online visit with Kerala team on 24th August 2020 to foster mutual
understanding and sharing of fellowship and activities.

9. FEAST OF NATIVITY OF BLESSED MOTHER MARY: To foster our Marian
devotion we conducted two devotional progrmmes. The first one was in connection with the
Nativity of Mother Mary and second one with Rosary Month. During the 8 day fasting from
September 1st to 8, ten videos on mother Mary was recorded and telecasted by the members
of KCCRST.
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10. ROSARY MONTH: In October Rosary Month is commemorated with Holy mass,
Adoration and Rosary every day at Emmaus Chapel offering 24 zones, all the dioceses and
bishops, 8 ministries and two councils along with the respective prayer intentions for each
day.

11. NATIONAL INTERCESSION DAY: National Intercession Network (NIN) had
conducted October 2nd as National Intercession Day. The full day adoration and prayer
session were done in Kerala region and was led by various sub regions at specified time
intervals. Commission Chairman Bishop Samuel Mar Irenios gave the message.

12. EMMAUS KALAMASSERY U TUBE CHANNEL: Due to the growing needs for
media evangelisation and also following the guidelines of the Church demanding it, we have
initiated a u tube channel namely Emmaus, Kalamassery and all the programmes are tele
casted through the channel. Everyday Holy mass is telecasted at 7 A.M through the channel.
13. KERALA ADVISORY COUNCIL MEETING: The KAC meeting is scheduled on
December 7th 2020 and Commission chairman Bishop Samuel Mar Irenios will address the
gathering. Besides the general format of such meeting, this time there will be study and
reflection on the new encyclical Fratelli Tutti

14. KERYGMA MINISTRY ONLINE TRAININGS: Kerygma ministry has launched
many online videos through its video channel. It has completed 31 episodes of study on
apostolic teachings. The ministry also telecasted messages based on Word of God
Vachanaseelukal which completed 48 episodes by now. Also an online training in Kerygma is
going on from November 5th onwards.

15. CHRISTEEN MINISTRY: The programmes initiated by Christeen Ministry include
Thiruvachanakalary, Vilakkumaram, Mariyan Sainyam intercession group, a u tube channel
for teenagers etc. Marian devotional song competition is also done in October as part of
Rosary devotion.

16. LORDS COUPLES MINISTRY: Video is made and circulated among the members to
show the importance of Domestic Pentecost. For all virtual activities a what’s up group of
250 couples is created and virtual meetings are carried out for them. Plans are being done for
starting at least one Couples Cell each at all parishes and also to conduct LSS programmes
and couples retreats.

17. JESUS YOUTH: Jesus Youth has 7657 confirmed and committed members in 2020. All
others are categorized in the contact or companion phases as per the newly stipulated
formation module. Jesus Youth had conducted Nurses Meet for 500 nurses, intercession
initiatives like night vigils, and Perpetual Adoration, Semester Break Mission Programmes,
Teen’s Mega Meet, and Family Leaders Gatherings. During Covid 19, Jesus Youth continued
the Nalla Ayalkaran Project that started during flood times. As part of this project Jesus Youth
gave food kits to more than 4000 families. A new ministry was formed virtually for theatre,
arts and media. Reconstitution is planned in January 2021 and new team will take over with
new projects.

18. YOUTH APOSTOLATE. In order to bring more youth to renewal ministries and
mobilize youth an adhoc committee is formed by KCCRST and is planning to have more
youth gatherings in 2021.

19. FINANCE COUNCIL: Because of the Covid 19 and resulting financial struggles,
Emmaus is also facing lot of financial difficulties. To meet this need a new project has been
initiated namely Charis Friends of Emmaus. (C.F.E) and this project collect from members
who volunteer to contribute, a part of their tithe through online via bank account transfers. In
order to assess the financial position and plan for the future financial needs the council has
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conducted three meetings for southern, central and eastern sub regions.

20. EMPOWER JUBILEE LEADERS CONFERENCE: National Team organized a
virtual leaders conference during October 23-25 and 287 members participated in it from
Kerala region.

1. POST COVID SPIRITUALITY: The year 2021 will be very different due to the pandemic
Covid 19, started in 2020. It is not only a health or economic issue rather it arose many faith
related issues at personal and collective level. So to clarify the faith related issues and to bring
back our members to real faith and rejuvenate faith activities is a real challenge before us. So
we are concentrating on faith empowerment projects that can lead us into a witnessing lifestyle.
Therefore, “hnizm-k-ilv-Xol-cWw km£y-Po-hn-X n\v” is the caption for the year 2021. On
the basis of this theme, we have planned many projects to deal with the faith crisis and as such
Empowerment of Faith at individual and collective level is the major concern of Charismatic
Commission and its service team for 2021.

2. CONSULTATION MEETING: KCBC charismatic commission along with KCBC
Theological and Bible Commission will have a consultation meeting to clarify and sharpen
the faith empowerment projects in the context of Post Covid Spirituality.

3. MINISTRY ACTIVITIES: Wide spectrums of programmes have been planned by
various ministries and some of which are given below.

3.1. PARISH MINISTRY: Parish Ministry of Kerala has specially designed LSS Manuel for
teenagers under Christeen Ministry, for youth under Youth Ministry, for families under Lord’s
Couples ministry, for women under Thuvanisa and Singles ministry. Also have plans for LSS
for priests, seminarians, religious sisters, catechism teachers & church organizations. Along
with the LSS general Manuel in English language, the ministry has prepared LSS module and
guidelines in Malayalam language also for the smooth execution of seminar at grass root
level.

3.2. KERYGMA MINISTRY:: The Proclamation Ministry of KCCRST is continuing its
online formation programmes through its Catholic Kerygma Media U Tube Channel. It
started on 5th November and is being attended by 75 people including 1 bishop, 3 priests, 14
religious sisters, 10 postulants, 4 aspirants and 43 lay people.

3. 3. INTERCESSION Ministry: All the intercession virtual gatherings like weekly sub
region intercession gatherings are continuing in 2021 under Kerala Intercession Network
(KIN).

3. 4 THUVANISA & MARIAN SINGLES MINISTRY: In order to have more feminine
inclusion in the Participatory Church a webinar is arranged on FEMININE GENIUS on
8th March 2021
